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1.  MDRP Program Management  

In May, MDRP Program Management focused on finalizing the country-level Strategic Reviews as well as preparing for and holding the Trust Fund 
Committee (TFC) Meeting in Paris, which took place on May 28-29, 2008. During the TFC meeting, three options for exit/transition were put forward: (i) 
'Closure', (ii) 'Transition', and (iii) 'New Model'. The TFC reacted favorably to further development of the ‘Transition’ option, which would allow a phasing 
out period of the MDRP during which time demobilization and reintegration activities could be completed across countries and the regional partnership 
could continue. 

The Secretariat welcomes two new staff members this month, Chantal Rigaud who will take over the role of Communications Officer from Bruno Donat 
and Fanny Robert, Research Assistant, who will be working primarily on Burundi, LEAP and Communications.  

With respect to MDRP Trust Fund (TF) administration, as of May 31, 2008 the TF had received a total of $250 million in income and had disbursed $229.7 
million.  Whilst donor commitments reached $263.3 million by the end of the reporting period (including investment income), the AfDB has also pledged 
$24.2 million (15 million UA) to the partnership. As discussed with partners at the recent May TFC meeting, this would potentially fill the funding gap for 
current operations as well as establish the financial basis for the MDRP transition phase following the MDTF closure in June 2009.  Cash-flow projections 
continue to indicate a positive balance until the end of September 2008 by which time remaining commitments are expected to have been received. 

 
2. Regional Activities 
 
Great Lakes Regional Contact Group 
 

 MDRP Secretariat staff participated in the Great Lakes Contact Group in the Hague and gave a briefing on the current status of the DRC national DDR 
program and an overview of outcomes to date of the Congolese armed groups mapping exercise. The most important observation made is that required 
elements to disarm the militia groups are not in place and that, if launched today, the "re-lance II" of the PNDDR in the east would lead to problems. In that 
context, MDRP Secretariat staff pointed out that DDR of the FARDC and other eligible groups should not be re-launched in North Kivu without 
programs for militia groups in place on the ground and working in parallel. The urgent need for clear policies and eligibility criteria for signaturees of the 
Amani agreement and support for their disarmament was underlined.  
 
Combatants on Foreign Soil (COFS)  
 

 MDRP participated in the Kisangani meeting as a follow-up to the Nairobi joint communiqué and the Kivu Peace conference held in January and in 
support of the subsequent GoDRC efforts to eradicate the presence of Rwandan armed groups in DRC. Little progress seemed to have been made with 
the FDLR/FOCA, given that representatives of the two groups were not present at the meeting. 
 
LEAP 
 

 The MDRP Secretariat acknowledged the strong interest expressed by donors during the TFC meetings on gender/LEAP activities. The Secretariat is 
preparing a progress report which will be available to donors during July.  
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 Administrative procedures for the pilot project to strengthen socio-economic support for female ex-combatants in Maniema province DRC are being 

finalized and activities implemented by CARITAS are expected to commence in June.

7.1 Activités de Démobilisation 

Les activités de démobilisation concernent 11 000 ex combattants répartis ainsi qu’il suit : 

- 6 000 ex combattants de la force publique ; 

- 5 000 ex combattants encore actifs autour du Révérend Pasteur N’TUMI. 

Pour le premier groupe d’ex combattants, des contacts ont été pris au niveau du cabinet du Ministre de la sécurité et de l’ordre public ainsi que celui 
de la Défense nationale. Des promesses ont été faites par les deux Ministères pour commencer à faire parvenir à l’UGP du PNDDR les premières 
listes des démobilisés de la force publique. Jusqu’à ce jour l’UGP n’est pas encore en possession de celles-ci.  

Concernant les 5 000 ninjas, un plan d’action pour l’exécution du DDR dans le Pool a été adopté. Ce Plan prélude à la sensibilisation  et à 
l’identification sera mis en  application à partir du 9 juin 2008, date de lancement officiel des opérations de DDR dans  le département du Pool.  

7.2 Appui à la réinsertion / phase de transition 

Ces appuis n’ont pas réellement commencé car les activités de démobilisation des éléments de la force publique comme ceux des ninjas n’ont pu 
démarrer au cours de ce mois.  

7.3 Activités de réintégration 

Il convient de préciser ce qui suit : 

a. concernant la Réinsertion sociale des ex combattants : 
i. les sous projets d’appui communautaire : les Comités départementaux de concert avec les coordinations départementales avaient identifié 

les sous projets d’appui communautaire, conformément aux dispositions du Manuel d’Exécution du Programme (MEP). Ces sous 
projets ont été validé par l’UGP  au cours de ce mois-en tenant compte  des conclusions de l’étude sur l’impact environnemental du 
projet. La procédure de passation de marchés est en cours. Ces sous projets pour l’essentiel concernent des réhabilitations d’écoles, 
de puits et des ouvrages de franchissement.      

ii. Les cabinets de prise en charge médicale et psychosociale ont poursuivi les prestations médicales et psychologiques aux bénéficiaires.  
Au 31 Mai 2008, 15 079 ex combattants ont été (en chiffre cumulé) pris en charge médicalement par le programme. L’analyse détaillée des données 
fournies par les cabinets médicaux permet de dégager les différentes  pathologies traitées et celles pouvant faire l’objet d’une assistance médicale ou 
psychologique appropriée. 

b.     Au sujet de la réinsertion économique (réintégration)  
Au cours du mois de Mai, le programme a continué la distribution des cartes biométriques, des subventions pour les micros projets.  Les activités 
de formation préludes au montage de micros projets se sont également poursuivies au cours de la période.  
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Au 31 mai 2008 :  

 16 816  bénéficiaires autos démobilisées (effectif cumulé) ont reçu une formation correspondant à l’activité choisie.  

 8 198 ex combattants (effectif cumulé) ont reçu  la première tranche de financement de leur micro projet ; 

 481 Ex combattants (dans le département des plateaux) ont reçu la deuxième et dernière tranche, pour le financement des activités de leur 
micro projet. 

Il convient  de rappeler ici que le nombre des réintégrés  ayant reçu leur deuxième tranche est encore insignifiant. Et n’a pas changé au cours de ce 
mois. Ce qui dénote un écart important  entre le paiement de la première et de la deuxième tranche.  

7.4 Activités liées aux enfants associés avec les forces armées 

Les activités préliminaires liées aux ex enfants soldats ont  commencé malgré la disponibilité tardive des informations relatives  à cette population 
cible.  

Après un travail de recoupement réalisé à  ce jour, le nombre des ex enfants soldats n’est plus que de 355 personnes dont   148 enfants auto 
démobilisés de sexe masculin et 207 de sexe féminin. Ce travail a été réalisé par la Composante Ex enfants soldats et autres groupes  vulnérables.  

Par ailleurs, à ce jour, 1809 femmes ont été déclarées éligibles aux appuis du programme.  

7.5 Appui spécifique aux handicapés et invalides 

L’appui spécifique aux handicapés et invalides n’a pas  commencé.  Toutefois un travail de recensement des handicapés et invalides de guerre 
(préalable à ces appuis) est en cours au niveau des cabinets médicaux.  

A ce jour 404 handicapés et invalides ont été répertoriés dont 252 déjà pris en charge dans le cadre de leur réintégration.   

Il convient de souligner en outre que parmi ces identifiés, 252 sont ressortissants de Brazzaville,  présentant des troubles de comportement. La 
nature des pathologies et le type de handicap devront être spécifiés après consultations par les  services habilités,  assermentés et compétents. 

7.6 Dépenses 

Les fonds du MDTF ont permis de soutenir la mise en œuvre du programme tant dans son fonctionnement que dans le positionnement des fonds 
aux bénéficiaires. Au cours de ce mois, 505 928 dollars ont été dépensés. Ce chiffre provisoire ne prend pas en compte, les dépenses réalisées au 
niveau des coordinations départementales.  

Il va de soi, qu’avec le paiement  concomitant des premières et deuxièmes tranches de subvention de micros projets (dans les prochains mois), le 
rythme de consommation du don devrait s’accélérer puis s’élever d’avantage ().
