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1.  MDRP Program Management  

1.1  Quality Enhancement 
 
During the month of July, the MDRP Secretariat provided operational support to the Angolan and the DRC program. On the latter, staff focused on 
procurement and MIS issues. 
 
1.2  Communications 
 
This month featured a News and Noteworthy story about the recent study tour in Angola.  Samples of MDRP international news coverage were also 
added to the Press Archives page, including stories from Angola Press, the DRC’s le Potentiel, and more.  These articles will soon be moved to their 
own section, and others will be added.  Staff also worked extensively with colleagues to edit the upcoming MDRP reintegration study and workshop 
report on gender and prepare them for printing. 
 
The month of July also involved a trip to Burundi, Rwanda, and Uganda where a small team gathered footage for the production of the upcoming 
short film about MDRP, which will be used to educate diverse audiences about the program and the importance of its D&R activities.  Staff also 
traveled to Brussels to meet with EC and Belgian focal points and discuss MDRP's present and future needs.  A short visit followed to Dublin to meet 
with the Irish Government and discuss potential collaboration and funding.  Preparations for further outreach in August to donors and NGO colleagues 
were also undertaken. 
 
1.3  Trust Fund Administration 

As of July 31, total MDRP Trust Fund (TF) receipts had risen to $195.2 million as the result of the recent contributions received from the Governments 
of the Netherlands and Germany.  At the same time, total disbursements rose to $153.4 million, leaving a current TF cash balance of $41.2 million.  
Given the continued pace of disbursements, available funds will likely be insufficient to sustain operations through the end of the calendar year, and 
total outstanding commitments (of approximately $26 million) will only support operations into early 2007.  In response, the Secretariat continued 
efforts to cover the projected financing gap, through meetings with representatives of Belgium, Finland, Ireland and the EC. The Secretariat also 
made contacts with both the AfDB and the Government of Japan; additional meetings with both existing and new donor partners are scheduled for 
August.  Counter-signed amendment letters for the extension are pending from Denmark, France, Italy and the EC. 

2. Regional Activities 

2.1.  Combatants on Foreign Soil (COFS) 
 
Selection of a consulting firm to conduct initial research on foreign armed groups in the DRC is being finalized. The rate of return of Rwandan COFS 
from the DRC remains low. The RDRC, MONUC and the MDRP met in Gisenyi to discuss how to strengthen ties and harmonize repatriation efforts, 
as well as discuss the issue of sensitization.
